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Class Syllabus
WELCOME to Mrs. Czach’s Physics class!  

CLASSROOM RULES

1. There is ABSOLUTELY no talking while the teacher is talking.  

2. Bring your materials (class binder, a CALCULATOR and a pencil) to class EVERYDAY.

3. Be respectful to your classmates and the teacher...this includes not using offensive language.
4. The teacher dismisses you at the end of the class period, NOT the bell.  This means you are to remain seated...no lining up at the door. 
5. All students are responsible for sitting in their assigned seats and leaving their desk, chair, and lab area clean and straightened at the end of each class period. 
ENTERING THE ROOM

Students are to enter the room quietly and courteously.  Everyday when you come into the room you are to:

1. Check the schedule to see what we will be doing for the day 
2. Pick up any handouts that you will need
3. Turn in any assignments that are due.
You should be seated with your papers and ready to go when the bell rings.

ABSENT POLICY

1. You are required to be in class.

2. When you are absent, you have 1 day for each day you were absent to make up any work that you missed.  Any work that was due the day that you were absent however, must be turned in the day you return.  You must write ABSENT at the top of your work and put it in the basket.

3. It is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to check the planner and find out what you missed.  If you missed any notes, you are responsible for getting them from a classmate.  Any handouts will be in the crate under the corresponding day.

4. If you missed a test, you have to make it up after school within the week….after that you will receive a zero.  If you are absent the day before a test, you will take it that day…I give a lot of notice prior to tests so you will NOT be excused.

YOU NEED TO BE IN CLASS…WE DO A LOT EVERY DAY SO IT WILL BE VERY HARD TO KEEP UP IF YOU’RE ABSENT ALL THE TIME!
TARDY POLICY

1. If you are not IN YOUR SEAT WITH YOUR PAPERS when the bell rings, you are tardy!!!!
ASSIGNMENTS

1. Work is assigned daily. Most homework assignments will be due 2 days after they are assigned (this will also be posted on the board). 
2. All homework assignments are to be turned into the basket at the BEGINNING of the class period.

3. I will post grades every Wednesday and return all of your graded papers.  You will have until Friday of that week to turn in any work that was missing for ½ credit.  Remember that some credit is always better than no credit.  
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You must write LATE at the top of any late work and put it in the basket. (I know when it’s late so you might as well put LATE on it)

1. Your overall semester grade is made up of 3 grades:

You MUST have your Physics binder with you                                                           at all times and up-to-date.  Your binder will consist of a 3-ring                                                          binder, a filled in assignment sheet and all of your assignments.                                                               Every Wednesday I will pass back your assignments and you will                                                     organize your binder for a grade.  The binder is a very easy way to earn points.  Your binder will help you keep your assignments organized, keep track of your grade and help you prepare for tests and the final exam.  Also, if there is ever a discrepancy in your grade, you will quickly be able to show me the work. I will not grade your binder every week but periodically throughout the semester. 

You are solely responsible for your behavior and your grade in this class.  I do not give grades or detentions…you EARN them.  It is up to you to be accountable and responsible for your actions and your work.  Detentions are given for acting like a fool.  This is high school and immature behavior is unacceptable. Detentions will be served after school and if you don’t make it, you will get a referral.  All detentions will be served after school so if you have after school obligations, I suggest you don’t get any detentions.
This handbook is to be used as your guide throughout this semester.  If you ever have any questions, please refer to this first, and then, if you still have questions, come and see me.  I am looking forward to a very fun and rewarding semester together.  Science is a very interesting and exciting subject.  Good luck… I know that you will all succeed.
